The freezer will allow the cooks to prepare moulds in advance 
saving time and money. 

• Funded by Bordertown and District Health Advisory Council Inc. supported by 
Bordertown Health & Community Foundation $70,000 for Stage 1 of Acute 
rooms upgrade.

This model has extra 
length and bed ends requested to accommodate taller high care residents in 
Aged Care with comfort and dignity. Floorline function the preferred model to 
support safety of consumers living with complex co-morbidities that are 
assessed with high falls risk.
